SEPTEMBER 24, 2006

WHEREAS, the rescue 80 years ago of forty-three men entombed on the eight level,
G shaft, Pabst mine did effect this community and that all men did return to their
families well and happy,

WHEREAS, there was universal rejoicing among citizens of this community that the
Divine Providence did spare the lives of these splendid men, and

WHEREAS, a committee of representative citizens this day has decided that a non-
sectarian community recognition service would be appropriate at this time,

NOW THEREFORE, in conformity with the sentiment expressed, I, Bruce Noren,
Mayor, do hereby proclaim Sunday, September 24, 2006 as a day of recognition of
our mining heritage and pay tribute to those hardy individuals who worked these
mines from 1884 to 1995, and

FURTHER, that the citizens of the area communities, will assemble in the Memorial
Building on Sunday, afternoon, September 24, 2006, at 1:45 p.m. for the purpose of
participating in the exercises to offer their recognition of those hardy men who
labored, died and yet contributed to the growth of this community, region, States
and Country.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, I have hereunto set my hand and caused the seal of the
City of Ironwood to be affixed this 1" day of September in the year of our lord two
thousand and six.

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Remembering the Pabst Mine disaster — 80 years later

City to hold ceremony to mark anniversary

RONWOOD — When 43 men sur-
vived and three died in the most
well-known mining disaster on the
Gogebic Range, Mike Patrick’s
father, Juhn 1. Patrick, was 13,
